A cv of your company and your previous achievements  

A one page statement of your idea for this performance 

A two minute video in English, of you speaking to camera about your piece  

Supporting material: links to on line material, photographs, and films of previous productions 

The call for applications is open until midnight on 15 October 2024 CET

We will announce the successful production on 1 December 2024
